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From its beginning in 1995, Conference USA's dedication to
excellence has been the league’s guiding principle and remains a
common thread today and for a promising future.

Conference USA sponsors competition in 20 sports - nine for
men (baseball, basketball, cross country, football, golf, soccer,
tennis and indoor and outdoor track and field) and 11 for women
(basketball, cross country, golf, rowing, softball, soccer, swimming
and diving, tennis, indoor and outdoor track and field and
volleyball).

The league sponsors numerous academic awards, including
the Commissioner’s Honor Roll and the Commissioner’s Academic
Medal, indicative of outstanding achievement in the classroom, in
addition to sport specific All-Academic teams.

C-USA annually awards 12 postgraduate scholarships, along
with the Sport Academic Award, Scholar Athletes of the Year and
the Institutional Academic Excellence Award.

In addition, 37 volleyball teams, 67 men’s and women'’s soccer
teams and 39 softball teams have earned NCAA Tournament bids.
C-USA has sent three men'’s soccer teams to the NCAA College
Cup, three softball teams to the Women’s College World Series and
three volleyball teams to the Sweet 16. The league has also had
nine national champions in NCAA track and field competition, one
national champion in diving and numerous NCAA individual and
team competitors in cross country, golf, swimming, tennis and track
and field. Overall, Conference USA teams and individuals have

made more than 700 NCAA appearances.

SUCCESS OFF THE FIELD

C-USA institutions are among the nation’s best in academic
performance among student-athletes, bolstered by the fact that
student-athletes at league schools have a higher graduation rate
than the general student population. Among C-USA’s 5,000
student-athletes, there are champions off the playing field as well.
In 18 years, 176 studentathletes earned national Capital One
Academic All-America honors, while 618 were named All-District.
In addition, more than 26,000 student-athletes have been named
to the Commissioner’s Honor Roll or received the Commissioner’s
Academic Medal, indicative of outstanding achievement in the
classroom.

C-USAON TV

C-USA enjoys significant television exposure through
partnerships with FOX Sports Media Group, CBS Sports Network
and ESPN. The multitiered selection process that is rooted in
partnering with all three networks has substantially increased the
number of national and regional appearances for football, men's
and women'’s basketball, and all other conference sports.

As one the largest FBS conferences in 2013, CUSA membership
will include institutions in 12 of the Top 65 television markets, eight
in the Top 40 and four in the Top 25 media markets according
to Nielson. C-USA home markets next year will include more than
14.5 million TV households, a 43 percent increase from a year ago.

C-USA DIGITAL NETWORK

The C-USA Digital Network officially launched in August of
2011. Network programming includes live streaming of non-
televised events, video on demand, a weekly C-USA studio show,
podcasting, regular-season and championship event highlights and
conference-produced feature stories. In its first year, 1,164 events
were streamed live and 8,126 videos were posted and available
on the C-USA Digital Network, and that number just keeps growing.
Monthly and yearly subscriptions offer fans access to events offered
on all of the CUSA member institution’s athletic websites as well as
C-USA network programming.

C-USA IN THE COMMUNITY

The conference’s current footprint is concentrated with
16 members in nine states and a combined area population of
nearly 17 million. With a commitment to community involvement,
the conference developed several initiatives to maintain strong
ties in C-USA cities, as well as with fans and alumni across the
country. C-USA schools also place a priority on giving back to
their communities through volunteer service with local and national
organizations. Individually, student-athletes are recognized each
season through the Spirit of Service award.

GOVERNANCE

Conference USA has significant representation in the NCAA
governance structure. The Presidents of the member institutions
serve as the league’s Board of Directors.

A PROUD HISTORY

Conference USA was formed in 1995 and quickly emerged
as one of the nation’s top conferences. The conference unveiled
its name, logo and commissioner April 24, 1995 in Chicago. The
league’s charter members included Charlotte, Cincinnati, DePaul,
Houston, Louisville, Marquette, Memphis, Saint Louis, Southern
Miss, Tulane, UAB and USF. Eleven of the institutions began athletic
participation in 1995, while Houston joined competition in the fall
of 1996.

The league’s headquarters were established in Chicago and,
after nine years, relocated fo the current office in Irving, Texas.
Britton Banowsky was named Commissioner in October 2002,
succeeding Mike Slive, the league’s first commissioner.

C-USA added East Carolina (September, 1996) and the United
States Military Academy (March, 1997) as football members. ECU
began league competition in 1997; Army in 1998 and UAB began
football play in 1999. The league added TCU and ECU (1999)
for all sports and they began competition in 2001. USF started
C-USA football in 2003. Marshall, Rice, SMU, Tulsa, UCF and UTEP
became fulltime members of Conference USA in 2005.

Conference USA officially got a new look on July 1, 2013,
while maintaining the same commitment to excellence, integrity and
leadership in athletics, academics and in our communities.

Eight institutions, including the return of charter member
Charlotte along with FIU, Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, Middle
Tennessee, North Texas, Old Dominion and UTSA, joined with East
Carolina, Marshall, Rice, Southern Miss, Tulane, Tulsa, UAB and
UTEP.

Conference USA will host its ninth football championship game in
2013. The event is slated for Saturday, Dec. 7, and will be televised
by ESPN or ESPN2. The team with the highest league winning
percentage will serve as host site for the game.

The title game will feature champions from the East and West
Divisions of the league. UCF, Houston, Tulsa and East Carolina have
hosted the first eight championship games, with UCF hosting the
event three times and Houston and Tulsa hosting it twice.

Tulsa claimed the C-USA inaugural crown in 2005 and again last
season on its home field. In 2007, UCF hosted the game for the
second time in three seasons and earned its first championship.
Houston claimed the championship game title in 2006.East Carolina
won back-to-back titles, defeating Houston at home in 2009 after
winning at Tulsa in 2008. UCF took its second title in 2010 at
Bright House Networks Stadium. In 2011, Southern Miss claimed its
first CUSA Championship game crown with a victory at previously-
undefeated Houston.

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Conference USA has guaranteed spots in six games during the
2013 season. The AutoZone Liberty Bowl has the top selection of
C-USA teams and the league also will send teams to the Beef ‘O’
Brady’s Bowl St. Petersburg, Heart of Dallas Bowl, Military Bowl,
R+L Carriers New Orleans Bowl and Sheraton Hawai’i Bowl this
season.

The 55th annual AutoZone Liberty Bowl is scheduled for Tuesday,
Dec. 31, in Memphis. The AutoZone Liberty Bowl matches the first
selection from Conference USA against an opponent from either the
Southeastern Conference or the American Athletic Conference in a
game that will air on ESPN with a 3 p.m. kickoff.

For the sixth straight year, C-USA will play in the Beef ‘O’ Brady's
Bowl St. Petersburg, which will take place on noon (CT) on Monday,
Dec. 23. Conference USA will face an opponent from the American
Athletic Conference at Tropicana Field in a game that will air on
ESPN.

C-USA will participate in the fourth annual Heart of Dallas Bowl
at historic Cotton Bow! Stadium on New Year’s Day. The league’s
representative will face an opponent from the Big Ten Conference in
a game that will air on ESPNU at 11 a.m.

Conference USA is scheduled to participate in the R+L Carriers
New Orleans for the 10th time in 12 seasons when it plays in the
Saturday, Dec. 21, contest. CUSA will play a representative from
the Sun Belt Conference at the Mercedes-Benz Superdome at 8 p.m.

on ESPN.

For the 10th time in the bowl’s 12-year history, CUSA will compete
in the Sheraton Hawai'i Bowl on Tuesday, Dec. 24, in Honolulu.
The league’s representative will face a Mountain West Conference
opponent in the game, which will kick off at 7 p.m. Central time (3
p.m. local) and be televised by ESPN.

The league also has an agreement to play an opponent from the
ACC in the Washington, D.C.-based MiYitary Bowl. This year's
game will be played at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium in
Annapolis, Mcf, on Friday, Dec. 27, at 1:30 p.m. on ESPN.

It is important to note that a Conference USA champion may qualify
for the Bowl Championship Series (BCS) if it is ranked in the BCS
final Top 12 or in the BCS Top 16 and ranked higher than a team
which receives automatic quoﬁficotion.

Bowl Championship Series

The Bowl Championship Series (BCS) is a five-game arrangement
for postseason college football that is designed to match the two
top-rated teams in a national championship game and to create
exciting and competitive matchups between eight other highly
regarded teams in four other games. The bowl games participating
are the Fiesta Bowl, Orange Bowl, Rose Bowl and Sugar Bowl. In
addition, a BCS National Championship Game will be played at
one of the bowl sites. The BCS Standings have been compired by
the National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame since
the beginning of the 2000 regular season. The BCS Standings
determine which teams play in the National Championship game,
and which are included in the pool of eligible teams cwoiFable for
atlarge selection. The BCS Standings incﬁude the Harris Poll, the
USA Today Coaches Poll and an average of six computer polls.
Each component will count for onethird of a team’s overall BCS
score in the BCS Standings. The Conference USA champion, along
with the champions of the Mid-American Conference, the Mountain
West Conference, the Sun Belt Conference and the Western Athletic
Conference, will have an automatic berth in one of the five bowls if,
and only if: *Itis a Conference Champion; and either: *It is ranked
in the top 12 of the BCS Standings on Bow! Selection Sunday; *It
is ranked in the top 16 of the BCS Standings on Bowl Selection
Sunday and its ranking in the BCS Standings is better than that of
a champion of a Conference that has an annual automatic berth in
one of tﬁe BCS bowl games.

have expected once the curtains were pulled on Sept. 3, 2011.

The Roadrunners drilled Northeastern State, 31-3, in front of an
NCAA startup-program record 56,743 fans at the Alamodome, helping
to lay the foundation for a 4-6 record and an average home attendance
figure of 35,521, also a startup-program record.

What did UTSA do for an encore to top that first-year success?

Well, the Roadrunners exceeded all expectations by reeling off
victories in their first five contests of the 2012 campaign. That stretch
began with a thrilling 33-31 victory at South Alabama in the season
opener for the program’s firstever win against a Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) team and was capped by a 35-14 decision at New
Mexico State for their first Western Athletic Conference (WAC) victory.

UTSA went on to register an 8-4 overall record and a 3-3 mark in
league play, capping the successful season with a 38-31 home win against
I-35 rival Texas State and leading the league in attendance (29,226).

Year three promises to bring a new set of challenges to the
young program. UTSA officially joined Conference USA (C-USA) on
July 1 and will face a new set of league foes along with the toughest
non-conference slate yet, but it will do so with much experience and
momentum on its side.

UTSA welcomes back 50 letterwinners, including 20 starters (10
offense/8 defense/2 kickers), from last season’s squad. The returnees
account for 100 percent of the receiving and 94 percent of the rushing
yards gained, 98 percent of the scoring and 76 percent of the tackles
posted a year ago.

The Roadrunners are picked to finish seventh in the West Division
in the Preseason C-USA Poll, similar to last season when they were
picked to be seventh out of seven teams in their first and only WAC
campaign. UTSA proved the naysayers wrong by finishing fourth in the
league behind three bowl-eligible teams.

This year's schedule features 12 contests against FBS teams, a first
for the program. UTSA opens the slate at New Mexico on Aug. 31
before hosting Big 12 Conference preseason favorite Oklahoma State
the following Saturday in front of what is expected to be one of the
largest crowds in program history.

The Roadrunners then head west on back-to-back Saturdays for a
Sept. 14 contest at Arizona and the C-USA opener at UTEP seven days
later. UTSA will host Houston in its final non-conference game on Sept.
28, one of four matchups with in-state schools.

The Birds’ final seven dates are conference tilts with four at home —
Rice (Oct. 12), UAB (Oct. 26), Tulane (Nov. 9) and Louisiana Tech (Nov.
30) — and three on the road — Marshall (Oct. 5), Tulsa (Nov. 2) and
North Texas (Nov. 23). UTSA, which is not fully bowl-eligible until 2014,
can participate in the Conference USA Championship Game on Dec. 7.

The opening act of UTSA football went as well as anyone could

Quarterbacks

Eric Soza is back for his final campaign after enjoying a banner
season in 2012 and he enters his senior year as one of 30 members
of the Manning Award (nation’s top QB) watch list. The Beeville native
threw for 2,085 yards and 20 touchdowns — both school records
— while completing 166-0f-282 passes despite missing two-and-a-
half games due to injury. He threw just three picks and enjoyed an
inferception-free stretch of 256 consecutive passing attempts, which at
the time was the longest streak in the nation.

Junior Tucker Carfer and freshman Zach Conque both took a
redshirt last season but proved they are capable backups to Soza
during spring practice.

Running Backs
David Glasco Il and Evans Okotcha emerged as a potent one-two

punch in the backfield for UTSA last season.

Glasco, a junior from San Antonio Wagner, led the team with 537
yards on 111 carries and he added five touchdowns on the ground. The
5-10, 200-pounder also caught 11 passes for 72 yards and a score in
his sophomore season.

Okotcha, a Coppell native, added 430 yards and a team-high eight
TDs on 106 rushes. The 5-9, 220-pound senior showed his versatility by
hauling in a team-high 24 receptions for 349 yards and three scores.

Brandon Armstrong (27-97) and Brian Vaughn (8-72) provide a
speedy change of pace in the backfield, while additional depth could
come from Jerry Bynum, Treston Coleman and Jarveon Williams.

Nate Shaw returns as the entrenched starter at fullback and
Terrance Wilburn and CheRod Simpson will back him up.

Offensive Linemen

The men up front helped the Roadrunners offense average 31.2
points, 390.2 total yards (159.2 rush/231 pass) and 19.4 first downs
per game last season. The group also allowed just seven sacks in 368
pass attempts, which was tied for the second-lowest total in the FBS.

UTSA returns four of its five starters from 2012, including
preseason firstteam All-Conference USA selection Scott Inskeep. The
6-4, 300-pound junior from McAllen graded out at 79 percent and
registered 28 knockdowns
en route to second-team
AllWAC  accolades  last
year. He has 21 starts
under his belt and s
penciled in at left guard.

The junior duo of
Cody Harris (20) and
Nate Leonard (22) has a
combined 42 starts. Harris,
a 6-5, 300-pounder from
Smithson Valley, recorded
39  knockdowns  and
graded out at a team-best
84 percent in 2012 and
will move to left tackle to
replace Patrick Hoog, the
only starter lost on this side
of the ball. Meanwhile, Fd
Leonard, the center from
McKinney, posted 34
knockdowns and graded Junior guard Scott Inskeep is a first-team
out at 82 percent and preseason All-Conference USA selection.
he is the only player in
program history to start all 22 games.

Fellow junior Josh Walker drew starts in all 12 games last season,
turning in a team-best 46 knockdowns and grading out at 77 percent at
right guard and tackle. The 6-3, 295-pound League City native is slated
to be at right tackle when the season gets underway.

Zach Hester has earned the starting nod at right guard coming into
fall camp. The 6-4, 315-pound sophomore from Houston appeared in
11 games with one start as a true freshman.

The second string is made up of junior Payton Rion, who has
appeared in 14 games with seven starts, at right guard, sophomore
Jordan Gray, a converted tight end at right tackle, sophomore Will
Cavanaugh at center, redshirt freshman Cody Cole and true frosh Reed
Darragh at left tackle and guard, respectively.

Wide Receivers

Arguably the deepest position on the club due to sheer numbers
alone, the group is led by juniors Kam Jones, Earon Holmes, Marcellus
Mack, Kenny Harrison and Brandon Freeman, who combined for 91
receptions, 1,096 yards and six touchdowns a year ago.

Jones, a native of Edna, led the receivers with 23 catches for 323
yards and a TD, while Holmes, a San Antonio Brackenridge product,
hauled in 21 catches for 279 yards and a pair of scores. Mack, from
Giddings, had 19 receptions for 174 yards and a touchdown, while
Harrison, out of Linden-Kildare, posted 124 yards and two TDs on 19
cafches. Freeman, who hails from Cameron Yoe, added 196 yards on
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just nine receptions for a 21.8-yard average.

Senior Cole Hicks led all receivers with four touchdowns to go
along with 169 yards on 14 catches. Kenny Bias enjoyed a breakout
redshirt freshman season, as the speedster registered 236 yards and a
pair of scores on 13 receptions (18.2 avg.).

Josiah Monroe (10-81) and Aaron (11-143-1) and Seth (2-17)
Grubb, brothers from nearby La Vernia, add proven quality depth to
the receiving corps, while Rileigh Davis, Sean Hesler, Miles Lerch, Aron
Taylor and John Simmons — who made the transition from quarterback
during spring practice — will look to make an impact on the position
this season.

Tight Ends
While wide receiver is considered UTSA's deepest position by

numbers, this group is pushing for that title with the return of Jeremiah
Moeller, Cole Hubble and David Morgan I, who missed the 2012
campaign due to injury.

Moeller, a 6-2, 245-pound senior from New Braunfels Canyon, is
considered by the coaches to be the team’s best blocker at the position,
but he also caught 10 passes for 145 yards and a touchdown last year.

Hubble, a former all-state quarterback at Bandera, led the position
with 15 receptions, 308 yards and four TDs during his sophomore season.

Morgan Il was the Roadrunners’ top pass-catching tight end as a true
freshman in 2011 with 13 catches for 214 yards and a pair of scores.

Redshirt freshman Trevor Stevens, a 6-4, 250-pounder from
Friendswood, and sophomore Cade Laufer will provide depth.

Defensive Linemen

The Roadrunners will go as high as nine deep along the front line
and seven of those players will bring starting experience with them this
season.

The four-man rotation at tackle will feature juniors Richard Burge,
Ashaad Mabry and Ferrington Macon and sophomore Brian Price.

Macon has the most starts among the group — 15 through the
first two seasons — and the Corpus Christi native posted 18 tackles
last year. Burge, who hails from Houston, has played in 21 contests (9
starts) and registered the most tackles — 31, including five for loss —
among the returning DTs in 2012.

Meanwhile, Mabry, from San Antonio MacArthur, recorded 24
stops a year ago, while Price is a sophomore transfer from Hancock
(Calif.) Junior College who went through spring drills after signing a
National Letter of Intent last December.

UTSA is equally as deep at defensive end, where at least five
players are expected to see playing time.

Junior Cody Rogers is listed as the starter at one end. The San
Antonio Brandeis graduate tallied 31 tackles, 4.5 for loss and 2.5
sacks, and four QB hurries. He is slated to be backed up by junior Jason
Neill, who turned in 12 tackles, including a pair for loss, to go along
with a team-high seven quarterback hurries a year ago.

Senior Jarron Harris, a 6-3, 250-pounder from Leander, comes
info fall camp as the other starter after coming up with 24 tackles,
including three sacks, last year in his UTSA debut. Robert Singletary, a
6-2, 250-pound junior from Kingwood via Baylor, redshirted last season
and Wil Ritter also returns following a junior campaign that saw the
Odessa Permian product register 26 stops, including 3.5 sacks, and
four QB hurries.

Linebackers

UTSA uses just two linebackers in its 4-2-5 scheme and will enter the
season with a pair of experienced upperclassmen and two promising
sophomores on the depth chart.

Senior Steven Kurfehs, who earned second-team AI-WAC honors
last year, will start at the outside linebacker spot. The 6-2, 230-pound
San Antonio O’Connor product has started 18 career games and
posted 71 tackles, including 5.5 for loss and 4.5 sacks, three QB
hurries and a 50-yard fumble return for a touchdown in 2012. Jens
Jeters, a 6-1, 240-pounder from Pierce (Calif.) Junior College is slated
as Kurfehs’ backup.

Blake Terry will draw the starting nod at middle linebacker.
The 5-11, 220-pound junior from Denton Guyer recorded 64 stops,
including three for loss, last year. He will be backed up by Drew

Douglas, a 6-2, 225-pound sophomore from Garland who posted 20
tackles as a freshman.

More depth will be provided by senior Brandon Guerrero,
sophomore Dalton Miller and freshmen Marcos Curry and Tank O’Neal.

Defensive Backs

The Roadrunners utilize a bevy of safeties and cornerbacks in their
scheme and there is a remarkable amount of depth in the secondary.

UTSA fields three safeties — dawg, rover and free — on nearly every
snap and as many as seven players could see action in a given contest.

Triston Wade headlines the list of returning defensive backs and
has solidified his spot as the
starting free safety. The junior
from Tyler earned firstteam All-
WAC honors last season after
posting 74 tackles, a team-high
four interceptions, four forced
fumbles and a pair of recoveries.
Junior transfer Tevin Broussard,
who hails from Beaumont by
way of Blinn Junior College, is
slated as the backup.

Junior Nic Johnston is the
returning starter at dawg. The
Coppell native ranked third on
the team with 73 tackles last
season and he added four forced
fumbles and an interception. He
will be spelled by junior Joseph
Lizcano.

Cody Berry emerged as
the starter at rover last year. The
senior from Cedar Hill registered
25 stops and forced a pair of
fumbles in his first season with
the Roadrunners in 2012, despite missing the first five games. Brian
King, a junior from Orlando, Fla., also will see time after tallying 34
tackles and an INT last season.

A testament to the depth at safety, junior Mauricio Sanchez, a San
Antonio Warren graduate with 13 career starts and 79 career tackles,
provides even more quality depth.

The two-deep at cornerback is highlighted by a pair of experienced
juniors and two promising newcomers.

Darrien Starling and Crosby Adams Ill are the starters. Starling,
from Tyler John Tyler, had 33 tackles and a pair of pass breakups last
season, and Adams lll, from San Antonio Roosevelt, turned in 17 stops
and two interceptions in 2012.

That pair is slated to be backed up by Bennett Okotcha, a
sophomore transfer from Oklahoma and the younger brother of Evans,
and Andre Brown, a junior transfer from College of the Desert (Calif.).

Junior free safety Triston Wade
picked off a team-leading four
passes and earned first-team
All-WAC honors last season.

Special Teams

Sean lanno returns for his junior campaign as the team'’s top place-
kicker. The Pflugerville native made 10-of-13 field goals, including a
long of 51 that was the game winner at South Alabama, and all 21
extra-point attempts in 2012. He also had seven touchbacks on kickoffs
despite missing half the season with an injury.

Josh Ward is back for his third season as the punter and he is
slated to see more time as a kickoff specialist after eight touchbacks,
including a school-record seven at Idaho, last season. The Pleasanton
product pinned five punts inside the 20-yard line and six his of his boots
resulted in fair catches.

Kristian Stern, a junior from Alamo Heights, also provides a
dependable leg in the kicking and punting games. He made 5-of-6 field
goals and averaged 39.7 yards on 23 punts last year.

Harrison returns as one of the top punt returners in the nation after
averaging 17.3 yard on 12 chances a year ago (2nd FBS). He also
set a school record when he returned a Texas State punt 79 yards for
a score and also can return kickoffs (23.3 avg. last year) if the need
arises.

Jones (19.7 avg.) and Bias will be the primary kickoff returners.

March 6, 2009, Larry Coker has brought immediate
success and unprecedented regional and national
exposure to UTSA.

A two-time national coach of the year, Coker has guided
the Roadrunners to a 12-10 record through their first two
seasons of play. Five players have earned all-league honors,
including 2012 firstteam All-Western Athletic Conference
(WAC) defensive back Triston Wade, while 14 have been
named academic all-conference.

UTSA surprised most preseason prognosticators in
2012, as the youthful
squad  with just  six
seniors reeled off five
consecutive  wins  to
start the season and
finished with an 8-4
overall record and 3-3
mark in its first and only
season in the WAC.
It was highlighted by
the program’s firstever
road and Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) win in
athrilling 33-31 decision
at South Alabama in the
season opener, the first

H ired to start the UTSA football program from scratch on

excitement surrounding the Roadrunners was evidenced by
the fan support, as UTSA set NCAA startup program records
for inaugural game (56,743) and average home (35,521)
attendance.

Coker has made national headlines for the program
since arriving in the Alamo City in March 2009. Numerous
national stories and “UTSA Football: The Birth of a Program”
— a six-part series that aired on FOX Sports (FS) Southwest —
have depicted the former Miami head coach’s effort to build
an FBS team from scratch. The program’s weekly magazine
show, “UTSA Football Insider,” began airing during the 2012
I season on FS Southwest
and Comcast SportsNet
Houston.

31 victory against I-35 rival Texas State in the finale before a
season-high 39,032 fans at the Alamodome.

UTSA, which led the WAC in average home attendance
(29,226), saw five players earn allconference accolades,
including Wade at firstteam defensive back. Defensive tackle
Franky Anaya, offensive guard Scott Inskeep and linebackers
Steven Kurfehs and Brandon Reeves all landed on the second
team. Fourteen Roadrunners were tabbed Academic All-WAC
for holding a 3.0-or-higher cumulative grade-point average.

Coker guided UTSA, which will be a full-fledged FBS
progam and bowl eligible in 2014, to a 4-6 record in its
inaugural season in 2011 despite having a team comprised
largely of sophomores and freshmen. The attention and

colleagues, as  he
served as an assistant coach for Team Texas under former
Dallas Cowboys standout Bill Bates in the 2011 NFL Players
Association Game, which featured draft-eligible senior
college players. He also has been a guest speaker at
numerous coaching conventions.

Before UTSA named Coker its first head coach, he spent
two seasons as a college football analyst for ESPN.

Prior to that, Coker arguably was one of the nation’s
top head coaches from 2001-06 at Miami (Fla.). He posted
a 60-15 record (.800) in his six seasons, including wins in
his first 24 games (first coach since Walter Camp in 1888-
89 to do so), and led the Hurricanes to the 2001 National
Championship in his first season, becoming just the second
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coach in NCAA history to do so and the first in 53 years.

Coker was a two-time National Coach of the Year (2001-
02), American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) Region
Coach of the Year (2001, ‘05) and Big East Coach of the
Year (2001-02) honoree.

He led the Hurricanes to a pair of Bowl Championship
Series (BCS) title game appearances, three BCS bowl games,
a total of six bowl contests overall and three consecutive Big
East Conference Championships from 2001-03 during his
tenure.

Coker has coached 26 firstteam All-Americans and 97
firstteam all-conference picks during his career and also
has mentored 87 studentathletes who earned academic

In fact, his 2005 Miami team
graduated all 21 players, a total higher than any other
program in the country, and the Hurricanes’ 84-percent
graduation rate a year earlier was far higher than the
national average. His teams annually were honored for their
excellence in the classroom by the AFCA.

Coker has been successful in every stop of his 38-year
coaching career, including 22 seasons as an assistant at the
collegiate level. He has been on college teams that have
made a fotal of 18 bowl appearances and those squads
have been victorious 14 times.
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Larry Coker guided the Miami Hurricanes to the 2001
National Championship, capping a 12-0 season with
a 37-14 victory over Nebraska in the Rose Bowl.

He served as Miami’s offensive coordinator and
quarterbacks coach from 19952000 and the Hurricanes
won all four of their bowl games during that time.

Prior to his arrival at Miami, Coker spent two seasons
at Ohio State (1993-94) as defensive backs coach. The
Buckeyes participated in two bowl games during his tenure
and were the 1993 Big Ten Co-Champions.

From 1990-92, he was the offensive coordinator at
Oklahoma and the Sooners posted two bowl victories while
he was there.

evin Brown is in his second season as offensive
Kcoordinotor and quarterbacks coach and third year in
the Alamo City overall. Brown coached the program'’s

tight ends during the inaugural 2011 campaign.

Brown helped lead UTSA to an 8-4 overall record and a
3-3 mark in its first and only season in the Western Athletic
Conference (WAC) in 2012. The campaign was highlighted
by historic wins against South Alabama, the program’s first
road and Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) victory, and New
Mexico State, its first league win. The offense averaged 31.2
points and 390.2 yards (159.2 rush/231.0 pass) per game
and scored 44 touchdowns. He tutored the quarterbacks to
2,772 yards and 23 TDs through the air against only six
interceptions, as the group combined for a 141.46 efficiency
rating. Offensive guard Scott Inskeep earned second-team
All-WAC accolades.

The Waco native helped the Roadrunners to a 4-6 record
in 2011. The offense averaged 26.6 points and 364.5
yards (144.8 rush/219.7 pass) per game and scored 31
touchdowns during their inaugural campaign. UTSA's tight
ends accounted for 262 receiving yards and a pair of TDs,
with freshman David Morgan tallying 214 and both scores
on 13 catches. The unit also helped the Birds accumulate
1,448 yards and 16 TDs on the ground.

Brown came to UTSA from Texas State, where he served
as the Bobcats’ receivers coach for the previous four seasons.

Brown helped the Bobcats set numerous school records
during his four years in San Marcos. In 2009, wide receiver
Da’Marcus Griggs set the newest standard with 80 receptions
en route to earning secondteam All-Southland Conference
honors.

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Lynn Hickey has made studentathlete welfare one of her top
priorities while leading the UTSA Athletics Department to new heights.

Under Hickey's direction since 2000, UTSA has captured three
conference commissioner’s cups and a pair of league all-sports trophies
while consistently winning both team and individual academic and
athletics awards in all 17 sports sponsored by the university.

One of Hickey's dreams to lead UTSA to the upper echelon of
Division | Athletics was realized on Nov. 11, 2010, when the university
received and accepted an invitation to join the Western Athletic
Conference (WAC). The department claimed the 2012-13 WAC
Comnmissioner’s Cup on the strength of league championships by the
men'’s indoor track & field and baseball teams in its first and only year
in the conference.

Hickey's long-term goal of placing UTSA in a major conference was
reached when Conference USA extended an invitation on May 4, 2012.
The Roadrunners moved all 17 sports into that league on July 1, 2013.

Hickey has overseen the addition of three sports during her tenure.
Women’s golf and women’s soccer were added in 2005 and 2006,
respectively, and both programs have emerged as annual league
championship contenders. On Dec. 18, 2008, UTSA's Athletics Initiative
Business Plan was approved by the UT System Board of Regents,
granting permission to start a football program.

Hickey made a splash with the hiring of the firstever head football
coach, as twotime National Coach of the Year larry Coker was
infroduced on March 6, 2009. The program kicked off its first season
against Northeastern State on Sept. 3, 2011, to resounding success. The
Roadrunners set NCAA start-up program records for inaugural game
(56,743) and average home attendance (35,521) in six contests at
the 65,000-seat Alamodome. In year two, UTSA posted an 8-4 overall
record and finished fourth in the WAC with a 3-3 mark while averaging
more than 29,000 fans at its six home dates.

The 2010-11 academic year will go down in history as arguably
the most successful in school annals, as the Roadrunners claimed the
Southland Commissioner's Cup and Women's All-Sports Trophy, five
championships and the firstever NCAA postseason victory. UTSA
followed that with four more league fitles during the 2011-12 campaign,
closing out two decades in the Southland with 58 team championships,
a pair of Commissioner’s Cups and two All-Sports Trophies.

Hickey has led the charge for UTSA and its hosting of numerous
NCAA Championship events. Since her arrival on campus, UTSA
has served as host instfitution for the 2001 NCAA Men’s Basketball
Midwest Regional, 2002 Women's Final Four, 2003 Men’s Basketball
South Regional, 2004 Men'’s Final Four, 2005 Women’s Volleyball
Championship, 2006 Women's Basketball South Regional, 2007 Men's
Basketball South Regional, 2008 Men’s Final Four, 2010 Women's Final
Four, 2011 Men'’s Basketball Southwest Regional and 2011 Women's
Volleyball Championship. The school is slated to host the 2014 Men’s
Basketball Second & Third Rounds, the 2014 Men’s Golf San Antonio
Regional and the 2015 Women’s Golf Central Regional.

In 2007, Hickey was named to the NCAA Division | Men's
Basketball Committee, one of the most prestigious appointments in all of
collegiate athletics. The 10-member committee oversees administration
of the NCAA Division | Men’s Basketball Championship, including the

selection and seeding of teams for the tournament. Hickey, whose five-

year term expired in 2012, became just the second female ever selected
to the committee, joining Charlotte Athletics Director Judy Rose, who
served from 1999-2003.

Hickey has been honored nationally and locally for her hard
work at UTSA. She was named the National Association of Collegiate
Women Athletics Administrators 2005 Division -AAA Administrator of
the Year. Hickey earned her second national award in June 2006 as the
National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics/GeneralSports
TURF Systems Division FAAA West Region AD of the Year. The San
Antonio Express-News tabbed her as its 2010 Sportswoman of the Year
and she also was selected to and completed the Masters Leadership
Program of San Antonio and Bexar County. In September 2011, she
received the ATHENA Leadership from the North San Antonio Chamber
of Commerce.

“UTSA is very fortunate to have an athletic leader with both
the administrative and coaching experience of Lynn Hickey,” UTSA
President Dr. Ricardo Romo said. “Lynn not only is a leader who can
take our athletic program to the next level, but she is also well respected
nationally and serves as an excellent role model for all student-athletes
at this university.”

In serving as the fourth athletics director in UTSA history, Hickey
assumed the lead athletics role at one of the youngest NCAA Division |
universities in the country (UTSA began athletics competition in 1981).
The only female Division | athletics director that oversees both men's
and women'’s sports in the state of Texas, she served as President of
the Southland from 2002-04 and as the league’s representative to
the NCAA Championship/Competition Cabinet. Hickey also was a
member of the Women’s Basketball Rules Committee from 2003-06,
spending the last two years as chair.

Hickey came to San Antonio from Texas A&M University, where she
served as senior associate athletics director/senior woman administrator
from 1994-2000. At Texas A&M, her responsibilities included event
management and marketing and promotions for 16 of the university’s
19 Division | sports. She also represented the Big 12 Conference as a
member of the NCAA Championship Cabinet.

From 1984-94, Hickey served as head women'’s basketball coach
for Texas A&M. She directed the 1993-94 Aggies basketball team to
the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16, becoming the lowestseeded team
to ever reach that milestone. Texas A&M finished the year ranked No.
19 in the CNN/USA Today Top 25 poll. Following the season, Hickey
relinquished her coaching duties to accept the promotion to senior
associate athletics director. She finished her coaching career with an
overall mark of 279-167 in 15 years of collegiate coaching.

Before her stint at A&M, Hickey was head women's basketball
coach at Kansas State University from 1979-84. She averaged more
than 23 wins per season in posting a 125-39 (.762) record over five
years and led the Wildcats to five consecutive national tournament
berths. She was inducted into the Kansas State Athletics Hall of Fame in
September 2004.

A native of Welch, Okla., Hickey graduated summa cum laude
from Ouachita Baptist University in Arkadelphia, Ark., with a bachelor’s
degree in education. She was an All-American for OBU’s nationally-
ranked basketball team and a member of the USA National Team in
1973. Hickey and her husband, Bill, have one daughter, Lauren Nicole.
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Ricardo Romo is the fifth president of The University of Texas at San
Antonio, which was named by the Texas Legislature as an emerging Tier
One research university and a leader in providing access to excellence
in teaching, research and community outreach.

Under his leadership, student enrollment has risen to nearly 31,000,
representing 68 percent growth in enrollment. The university has added
numerous programs and facilities to enhance student life and expand its
research capacity. With total research expenditures of $56.8 million and
total expenditures of $79.4 million for fiscal year 2011, it represents a
six-fold increase in expenditures during Romo's tenure.

A San Antonio native who grew up on the city’s West Side, Romo
graduated from Fox Tech High School before attending the University of
Texas at Austin on a track scholarship. At UT Austin, he was the first Texan
to run the mile in less than four minutes, a record that lasted 41 years.

He earned a bachelor’s degree in education from UT Austin
(1967) and holds a master’s degree in history from Loyola Marymount
University (1970). Additionally, Romo earned a Ph.D. in history from
the University of California, Los Angeles (1975). A nationally respected
urban historian, Romo is the author of “East Los Angeles: History of a
Barrio,” now in its ninth printing (one in Spanish).

Romo began his academic career teaching social studies (1967-
1970) at Franklin High School in Los Angeles. He went on to teach at the
University of California at San Diego (1975-1979) and the University of
Texas at Austin (1980-1999). He was a visiting professor at University
of California, Berkeley in 1985 and a visiting scholar with the Stanford
University Center for Advanced Studies in Behavioral Sciences (1989-
1990). In 1993, he became vice provost for undergraduate education
at UT Austin before becoming president of UTSA in 1999.

Romo has received numerous awards and recognitions including
2006 Outstanding Friar Alumnus from the UT Austin Friar Society and
the Isabel la Catolica award, the highest award given to non-Spanish
subjects, bestowed upon him in 2007 by King Juan Carlos of Spain. In

2008, Romo received the Distinguished Alumnus Award from the Texas
Exes Alumni Association.

In 2010, he received the San Antonio North Chamber Gov. Dolph
Briscoe Salute to Excellence Award. In 2011, Romo was presented
the Council for Advancement and Support of Education (CASE) Chief
Executive Leadership Award for transforming UTSA from a regional
campus into an emerging Tier One research university. In February
2012, Romo received the Colonel W.T. Bondurant Sr. Distinguished
Humanitarian Award from the San Antonio Academy of Texas Alumni
Council.

Romo received the prestigious 2013 Clark Kerr Award for
Distinguished Leadership in Higher Education from the University of
California, Berkeley. Created in 1968 as a tribute to UC President
Emeritus Clark Kerr, previous winners include nuclear physicist Herbert
Frank York and Supreme Court Chief Justice Earl Warren.

In March 2013, Romo received the Wheaton College Otis Social
Justice Award in Boston for promoting social justice through education
and public service. Established in 1959, previous winners include
Eleanor Roosevelt (U.S. first lady and first chair of the U.N. Commission
on Human Rights), Surgeon General C. Everett Koop, Texas writer Molly
Ivins and Senator Edward Kennedy.

With a strong commitment to serve the community, Romo has served
on a range of regional, national and international boards. He is vice
chair of the Southwest Research Institute Board of Directors and on the
boards of the American Council of Education, Philosophical Society of
Texas, Humanities Texas, Austin Museum of Art and United States-Mexico
Comnmission for Educational and Cultural Exchange (COMEXUS). In
May 2011, President Barack Obama appointed Romo fo the President's
Advisory Commission on Educational Excellence for Hispanics.

Romo is married to Harriett Romo, a UTSA professor of sociology.
She serves as director of the UTSA Mexico Center and the Bank of
America Child and Adolescent Policy Research Institute (CAPRI). Both
firstgeneration college graduates, the Romos have a son, Carlos, who
earned degrees from Stanford University and the University of Texas
School of Law. Their daughter, Anadelia, a graduate of Princeton
University, received a doctoral degree from Harvard University and
teaches at Texas State University.

The Romos are avid art collectors. Their private art collection is
particularly strong in works on paper by Chicana/Chicano and U.S.
Latino artists with a regional focus on Texas and the Southwest. The
collection includes works by Luis Jimenez, Carmen Lomas Garza, Cesar
Martinez and Vincent Valdez, as well as print suites from Self Help
Graphics and Coronado Studio.

A talented photographer, Romo's photos have been included in
numerous regional art exhibits including “Havana,” a collection of
photos taken in Cuba, and “South Africa,” a selection of his photos
taken on a trip to rural South Africa. His “Small Town Texas” exhibit was
displayed at the UTSA Institute of Texan Cultures. An assortment of his
photos were featured in China’s most respected photography magazine,
Popular Photography. Romo and four other Texas photographers showed
their work in the exhibit “Infinite Horizons: Visions of Texas” as a Texas-
China cultural exchange.

INTERESTS

A “representative of UTSA's athletics
interests,” or booster, is anyone who:

® Has ever participated in or is
currently a member of the various
athletics department support groups;

* Has made a donation to the
athletics program;

® Has helped arrange summer and/
or vacation employment for student-
athletes; or

® Has been involved, in anyway,
in the promotion of UTSA's athletics
program

ExXTRA BENEFITS

Prospective and current student-
athletes may not receive extra
benefits. An extra benefit is any

special arrangement by an institutional
employee or representative of the
institution’s athletic interests to provide
a studentathlete or his/her family
a benefit not authorized by NCAA
legislation. Extra benefits would include,
but are not limited to:

* An employment arrangement for a
prospect’s relatives;

e Gifts of clothing or equipment;

e Cosigning of loans;

* Providing loans to a prospect’s
relatives or friends;

e Cash or like items;

e Use of an automobile;

* Any tangible items, including
merchandise;

e Free or reduced-cost services,
rentals or purchases of any type;

® Free or reduced-cost housing

* Use of a college’s athletic
equipment;

® Sponsorship of or arrangement
for an awards banquet for high
school, prep school or two-year
college athletes by a college, athletics
representative or its alumni groups;

® Employment of a student-athlete at
a rate higher then the wages paid for
similar work; and

® Payment to a student-athlete for
work not performed.

RecruItING

Only coaches and athletics department
staff may be involved in the recruiting
process. Athletic representatives are
prohibited from contacting a prospective
student-athlete or members of his/her
family by telephone, letter, e-mail, or in
person for the purpose of encouraging
participation in athletics at The University
of Texas at San Antonio. This includes
contacting prospective student-athletes
on social media (Facebook, Twitter, efc.)
The prohibition remains in effect even
affer the prospect signs a national letter-
of-intent (scholarship offer). You can do
your part by forwarding names of any
potential recruits to the UTSA coaching
staffs.

PROSPECTIVE

STUDENT-ATHLETE

A prospective student-athlete is a
person who has started classes for the
ninth grade. You can become a prospect
even if you have not started the ninth
grade, if a college gives you or your
relatives any financial aid help or other
benefits that it does not give others.

Before a prospect can make an official
visit to UTSA, he/she must present (1)
a score from a PSAT, SAT or ACT test
(through an official high school or testing
agency), (2) an academic transcript,
and (3) must register with the NCAA
Eligibility Center and must be placed
on the institution’s Institution Request List
with the NCAA Eligibility Center.

OfriciAL VisiT:

An “official visit” is a visit paid in
whole or in part by the university and
cannot exceed 48 hours in length.
A prospect can make a total of five
official visits, with a limit of only one per
university.

UNoFFicIAL VisiT:

An “unofficial visit” is a visit made at the
prospect’s own expense. The university
may provide (a) three complimentary
tickets to an on-campus athletics event in
which the university’s team is competing
and (b) transportation to view off-
campus practice and competition sites
within a 30-mile radius. Prospects can
make as many unofficial visits as they
want.

Four plays later,
Kendall Houston found paydirt from inside the one to give South Alabama a 24-20
advantage.

The Roadrunners reclaimed the lead three-and-a-half minutes later when Soza lofted a
34-yard pass to Earon Holmes on fourth-and-6 for to make it 27-24.

The Jaguars gave the ball right back to the Birds on the next offensive play when
Bennett dropped back to pass but fumbled on his own 25-yard line and Dan Winter
recovered.

lanno then was good from 21 yards out to push the lead to a half dozen (30-24).

That turnover was USA's fourth of the afternoon and the Roadrunners converted those
miscues info 20 points (2 TDs/2 FGs).

South Alabama got on the board first with an eight-play, 75-yard drive that was
capped by an 11-yard run by Demetre Baker, but the Roadrunners responded with 20
unanswered points.

Soza connected on scoring tosses of 58 yards to Kam Jones and 23 yards to Cole
Hicks. lanno went on to add field goals from 47 and 32 yards out to push the lead to

The Jaguars countered with a 2-yard TD pass from Bennett to Desmond Jones with 20
seconds left in the opening half to make it 20-14.

David Glasco Il had a team-high 55 on
just four carries, including a 47-yarder during UTSA's
opening possession, while Eric Soza and CheRod
Simpson added 51 and 35, respectively.

The Roadrunners tallied a season-high 442 yards of
total offense, 217 of which came through the air, and
they doubled up Georgia State, 26-13, on first downs in
addition to having the ball for nearly 42 minutes (41:29).

Okotcha got his second TD of the evening on a 1-yard dive with 5:31 remaining in the
second frame to stake UTSA to a 24-7 halftime edge.

The Roadrunners added a pair of TDs in the third to put the game out of reach.

Soza connected with Marcellus Mack in the back corner of the end zone from 20
yards out fo put UTSA up, 31-7. Okotcha then struck paydirt once again from the one to
make it 38-7 with 6:33 left in the third.

A late scoring pass from Ronnie Bell to Wilson provided the final 24-point margin.

On second-and-9 from the 15, Soza found Cole Hicks all alone in the right corner of
the end zone for UTSA's 11th score off its 15th forced turnover this season.

Rice, which rolled up 214 of its rushing yards in
the second half, used the ground game to snap the
Roadrunners’ program-record sixgame winning streak
dating back to the final contest of the 2011 campaign.

Ross needed just 16 carries to accumulate his season-
best total, while quarterback Taylor McHargue added
68 and a pair of touchdowns on only seven attempts.

The Owls compiled an opponent season-high 483
yards on 81 plays (58 rush/23 pass) and held UTSA to |
a season-low 239 and 13 first downs. |

A pair of firstquarter Chris Boswell field goals staked

David Glasco Il in the flat on a screen pass and he raced 36 yards to paydirt. A pass
interference call on the initial two-point conversion attempt gave UTSA a second try and
Glasco Il found the end zone to pull the Roadrunners to within 16 at 27-11 with 5:30
remaining in the third stanza.

Erik Brown then picked off his team-leading fourth pass of the year and Stern drilled
a 35-yard field goal to draw UTSA to within 27-14 with a little more than a quarter left
to play. It marked the UTSA's 12th score off 17 opponent turnovers this season.

Rice put the game away with an 11-play, 72-yard scoring drive that was finished off
with a 3-yard option keeper by McHargue.

Brandon Reeves led the Roadrunners with 12 tackles (six solos), while Steven Kurfehs,
Nic Johnston and Triston Wade added nine apiece.

It was the first meeting between the two schools and UTSA will join Rice as a member
of Conference USA next fall.

UTSA 38, Texas Stare 31
SAN Antonio, Texas (ALAMODOME)

SAN ANTONIO — Eric Soza passed for three
touchdowns and ran for another and UTSA got past I-35
rival Texas State by a score of 38-31 in front of 39,032
fans at the Alamodome. It was the first meeting between
the two schools separated by just 55 miles.

The season finale wrapped up the Roadrunners’ first
and only campaign in the Western Athletic Conference.
UTSA went 4-6 last year as a Football Championship
Division independent and it will move to Conference
USA next season.

Soza completed 15-0f-30 passes for 200 yards but
threw two interceptions. He had thrown 256 consecutive
passes without a pick, the longest active streak in the
nation, before he was picked off by Jamie Clavell-Head
in the third quarter. Soza also rushed nine times for a
team-leading 97 yards.

UTSA outgained Texas State, 499-392, in total offense and finished with a school-
record 299 rushing yards on 40 carries. Evans Okotcha added 93 rushing yards on just
11 carries, while David Glasco Il ran for 68 on 14 totes.

Leading 24-14 at halftime, the Roadrunners appeared to be on the verge of breaking
the game open when Soza scored on a 2-yard run three plays after Brandon Reeves
recovered a fumble by Texas State quarterback Shaun Rutherford.

The Bobcats closed the gap to 31-17 on a 23-yard field goal by Will Johnson with
4:54 remaining in the quarter following Clavell-Head's interception.

Darryl Morris intercepted another Soza pass to set up Texas State’s next score, a
6-yard run by Terrence Franks with 2:34 left in the third stanza.

The Roadrunners responded with a seven-play, 75-yard drive that ended with Soza's
34-yard TD pass to Jeremiah Moeller, who was left wide open on a seam route.

However, Texas State was not done.

Capitalizing on an interception of a Kam Jones pass in the end zone by Colby
Targun, the Bobcats clawed back to within a touchdown with a 13-play, 80-yard march.
Rutherford’s 15-yard TD pass to Brandon Smith made it 38-31 with 1:40 left.

The Roadrunners recovered the ensuing onside kick and ran off critical time before
having to punt, but Texas State was unable to tie things up.

UTSA got on the board first with Sean lanno’s 35-yard field goal and the lead grew
to 10 when Kenny Harrison returned a punt 79 yards for a score with 8:41 remaining
in the opening quarter.

The Bobcats pulled to within 10-7 on Rutherford’s 57-yard pass to Isaiah Battle, but
the Roadrunners responded with a Soza-to-Hubble 29-yard TD three minutes later.

Rutherford’s 2-yard run with 2:46 left in the first half made it 17-14, but Soza found
Kenny Bias from two yards out to give UTSA a 10-point cushion at intermission.
